Description
The role:
Friction Arts have created successful, regular arts and music programmes with primary schools in the Ladywood district of Birmingham.  On the request of schools and students, we piloted a drama programme in 2015/16 that could offer personal, social and creative development for children in after school settings. The pilot focussed on improvisational skills, with young people creating their own narratives and designing their sharing events. The drama focus is young person-centred rather than building and performing traditional theatre work - we are always willing to try out new ways of working with our young people, new processes and non-traditional approaches. We were successful with a Children In Need grant in 2018 resulting in this programme. 
Year One of this programme has been successfully delivered, and we are now seeking a new pool of skilled drama practitioners to come and work with us to deliver Year Two.  

We are seeking a practising or emerging drama practitioner; you must have studied as a drama practitioner and have work experience in a field related to your practise (such as leading workshops or working as part of an arts project either paid, or as a volunteer; minimum 1 year). A commitment to see all young people as unique and whole individuals with insight and personal resources, while understanding their needs for support and stimulation. The ability to support young people of varied abilities and ages to participate in drama/arts workshops. (After school). Experience working with vulnerable or challenging young people. An understanding of current child protection law and best practise (we will provide a briefing during induction on Friction’s own policies, and you will be provided additional training).

Fee:  We are working with 3 schools
For Schools 1 and 2 there are a total of 26 sessions over 1 academic year. Fee includes prep, delivery, planning, evaluation associated meetings and training days

If an artist is shadowing/supporting at 1 school the fee is £1720 per school. 

For school 3 there are 13 sessions from Jan 2020 to May 2020. The fee includes prep, delivery planning, evaluation, associated meetings and training days. The fee for school 3 is £895. 

This enables us to be flexible during recruitment – we anticipate potentially employing 1 or 2 people for the role – and assign schools accordingly.
We are keen to recruit artists who reflect the diverse communities within Birmingham.
Essential:
· Experience of working with children, young people and families.

· Help the lead artist with behaviour management of the group.

· Assist the lead artist to evaluate the progress of young people in Drama Club against key progress measures by observing participants and participating in reflection and discussion sessions.

· Support and deliver arts awards with and for young people, appropriately, supervised by the Lead drama practitioner.

· Experience of working with diverse communities.

· The ability to support young people of varied abilities and ages to participate in drama/ arts workshops (after school).

· Experience working with vulnerable or challenging young people, using drama to express and re-define their words.

· An understanding of current child protection law and best practise.

· A deep-seated belief in the innate value of creating and enjoying drama/ theatre, independent of its utility.

· Experience and commitment to evaluation and reflection of sessional and overarching ethos of the programme.

· A current DBS and public liability insurance.
